WARNING SECTION 1924.13(B)


IF, WITHIN THIRTY (30) DAYS AFTER JUDGMENT, THE JUDGMENT IS NOT SATISFIED AND THE PARTIES HAVE NOT OTHERWISE AGREED, THE COURT SHALL, UPON THE REQUEST OF THE JUDGMENT CREDITOR, ORDER THE JUDGMENT DEBTOR TO FILE, ON A FORM PREPARED BY THE COURT, A LIST OF HIS ASSETS, LIABILITIES, AND PERSONAL EARNINGS.  THE FORM SHALL CONTAIN A NOTICE THAT FAILURE TO COMPLETE THE FORM AND RETURN IT TO THE COURT WITHIN ONE (1) WEEK AFTER RECEIPT MAY RESULT IN A CITATION FOR CONTEMPT OF COURT.  ANY PARTY WHO, WITH NOTICE OF THE POSSIBLE CONTEMPT CITATION, WILFULLY FAILS TO COMPLY WITH THE ORDER OF THE COURT, MAY BE CITED FOR CONTEMPT OF COURT, AS PROVIDED IN CHAPTER 2705, OF THE REVISED CODE.
